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SUBJECT: SOPs FOR BARBERSHOPS TO PREVENT COVID-19 SPREAD

The Primary & Secondary Healthcare Department (P&SHD), on the
recommendations of Technical Working Group (TWG), is pleased to issue the
‘Standard Operating Procedures’ (SOPs) for Barbershops to prevent COVID-19 spread

as detailed below:

Basic Principle
COVID-19 is a highly transmissible disease which spreads through

respiratory droplets produced during coughing, sneezing and talking of the infected
person. The droplets may contaminate the surfaces and hands. Touching eyes, mouth
and nose with contaminated hands transmits the virus that affects the respiratory
system. Barbers are required to observe following precautionary measures to avoid
disease spread: -
a. Services to be offered by Barber
. Essential services which cannot be managed at home like haircut shall
be admissible at barber shop only; face shave shall be discouraged.
b. Hand Hygiene
e  Facility for handwashing with soap or sanitizer must be provided at
the barbershop.
° Barbers must wash hands with soap before haircut of every customer.
c. Respir iene (Etiquettes
e  Both barber and customer shall wear face masks.
d. i Physi [ Ci
*  Avoid overcrowding by providing service to customers on appoi
only.
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e Follow one customer at a time policy.
e No handshake or hugging is allowed.
e. Cleanliness of Shop and Disinfection of Tools

e Barbershops must be well lit and ventilated having open windows and
doors or fitted with exhaust fan.

e  Avoid use of towel.

. Furniture, doors, chairs and other high touch surfaces should be
disinfected with 0.05% chlorine solution prepared on daily basis.

e All used tools and customer chair must be disinfected with chlorine
solution before haircut of every customer.

. Metallic tools like scissor, nail cutter, tweezer etc., should be
disinfected with alcohol based disinfectant. Chlorine should be

avoided due to its corrosive action which may damage the tools.

Note: Approved awareness material regarding COVID-19 should be
displayed in the shop at prominent places; Urdu version of the SOPs is
appended herewith for wider circulation.
